· Investigate occupational accidents/injuries in research and other settings, and develop preventive measures

· Act as liaison between EH&S Employee Health Center and health sciences research teams

· Collaborate with colleagues in the School of Medicine and EH&S to develop medical management plans for identified biological agents, including those used in BSL3 research laboratories

· Participate in collaborative planning meetings with campus partners other UW departments

· Collaborate with EH&S biological safety staff to identify/develop clinical protocols to comply with regulatory requirements

· Conduct in person and electronic medical screenings for employees who work with animals or in animal use-areas
